We trust you had a blessed time with friends and family over the festive season and that the best of 2015 will be the worst of
2016. We have seen the 2015/16 ‘silly season’ come and go, and we are happy to report that the Club received excellent reports
from the visitors. The following statistics for December may be worth a mention:

2411 x 18 hole rounds played by members — a healthy
shift from 9 holes to 18 holes

3040 x 18 hole rounds played by visitors — split between |

9 and 18 holes stayed exactly the same.

Greenfees (5451 rounds) showed a 10 % increase on
December 2014.

Bar turnover increased by 11 % on December 2014.

Atotal of 1105 Club golf carts were rented out — this shows
a 17% increase in numbers and a 25% increase in
revenue. The record number of carts rented out in one day
was smashed and now stands on 72 carts (we only have
35).

54mm of rain just as the season ended with another
follow-up of 15mm a couple of days later was just what the
doctor ordered. The course showed its tough nature and
transformed into the lush green vistas we are blessed with
on a daily basis.

A positive sign was the participation of visitors in our
weekly competitions as well as our Classic golf days. It was
a season remembered for its extremely hot and humid
days and very little rain. This will be a good time to extend
our sincere gratitude to the staff of MBGC and the Global
personnel in the pro shop for the numerous 15hr days, 3
weeks without a day off and the professional manner in
which they dealt with the needs of our patrons. Your
commitment is one of the strongest assets of our Club!!
The Human Resources Sub-committee already started
with a ‘post mortem’ on the season in order to improve on
service delivery the following season.
